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Raise the Roof 

Old Borough Hall, 44 N. Ninth Street in Darby, was built circa 1840 and used as a school, jail, police station, and Borough offices, as well as storage for the Darby Ram of Darby Fire Co. #1. The building can have a new life as a museum of Darby Area History (including the area’s Underground and Aboveground Railroad {trolley} history), but it needs a new roof. In January, the Friends of Old Borough Hall started a "Raise the Roof" Campaign to put a new metal roof on the building.
